RAIL INSTALLATION GUIDE


Each PVC Rail Kit includes the following:

· (1) T-Rail (top rail) with aluminum stiffener for 6’, 8’, & 10’ lengths only

· (1) 2 x 3.5 (bottom rail) with aluminum stiffener 6’, 8’, & 10’ lengths only

· (2) T-Rail Brackets

· (2) 2 x 3.5 Bottom Rail Brackets

· (24) Stainless Steel Screws with plugs for brackets 

· 1 ½ ”x 1 ½” x 32” Balusters (Square or Colonial)

IMPORTANT: 4’, 6’, 8’, & 10’ Rail lengths are NOT interchangeable!!!
Helpful tips on installing the rail system:

1. Cut top and bottom rail to fit between posts leaving a minimum of 1/16” for expansion.  Make sure you have equal spacing of the baluster holes at each end.

2. Determine the desired distance above deck to mount bottom rail.  Keep in mind that the overall height of the rail is 35 ¾” and the T-Rail brackets will add 5/8” to the top of the T-Rail.  Also allow for additional space for post caps when trimming the height of the post covers.  Drill a hole through the bottom of Bottom Rail and also through the webbing of Bottom Rail to allow water to drain.

3. Mount bottom rail first using a level to ensure rail is level before attaching brackets.  When bottom rail is level make sure to place a screw into each hole in bracket.  

4. Insert balusters into holes.  When balusters are too close to the end of the rail it may become necessary to notch the bracket.  Use a utility knife and/or jigsaw.

5. Place T-Rail in position and slide each baluster up into each hole in the T-Rail while pushing down on T-Rail to keep in place.  When complete, attach T-Rail brackets to posts.  Be sure to INSERT A SCREW THROUGH EACH BRACKET INTO THE T-RAIL WHEN BALUSTERS ARE PLUMB, this will lock rail into place and prevent any movement of the top T-Rail.

6. After step one, craftsmen sometimes prefer to assemble the entire rail section first, and then install a prefinished rail section between the posts.
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
